
INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS FOR THE PREPARATION OF MCM CONFERENCE ABSTRACTS = TITLE OF THE ABSTRACT

The abstract should be self-contained and provide an explicit overview of the full report with a clear statement of the principal conclusions reached.
Abstracts must be “camera-ready” documents of format A4 (297×210 mm), with 25-mm margins. The abstract must be printed in single-space Times New Roman 12-point font and justified across the full width of the page. There is an absolute limit of one page for all abstracts. The file format prescribed is Microsoft Word Document.

The document should include the following items only in this order: Abstract Title, Authors, Affiliations, Abstract text, and References (optional). Add a blank line before the list of authors. Authors’ names should be listed with initials of first names only, followed by the last names in full. Add a blank line before Affiliations. For each affiliation, the maximum level of detail should be the name of the organization, institute or department, and country. Full street addresses should not be included. Superscript numbers should be used as keys to the affiliate names of organizations.  The numbers should appear after authors’ names and then before each affiliation. The e-mail address may be optionally included in the next line and should be italicised. Center the Abstract Title, Authors, and Affiliations. Authors’ names and Affiliations should be italicized. Use the bold typeface for the Abstract Title and Authors’ names, and the upper case for the Abstract Title. Leave a blank line before the main abstract text. Do not type “Abstract” at the start of the main text.
All forms of equations must be typed, centred, and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals as they appear in the text of the paper and presented as Eq. (1) below:

Tables and figures must be integrated with the text and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in the order they are referred in the main text of the paper. All captions must be italicized and located centrally above a table and below a figure, as Table 1 or Fig. 1, and presented as follows:
